Situated on a corner location, the main house has a hipped roof and a 
separate verandah roof to the front facade which is supported on timber 
verandah posts.  The verandah features a simple decorative frieze and 
brackets to the posts.  To the south west corner, a large multi hipped bay 
roof with wide eaves covers a rendered brick bay addition. The walls to 
the west and east feature coursed pointed stonework.  The feature bay 
has three timber framed awning windows.  A painted brick wall with piers 
and timber picket infill forms the street boundary.
