This painted concrete block house is set above the street with two sets of
concrete steps leading to the front verandah. A gambrel corrugated iron
roof has a gable roof to the front (west) main room. A hipped corrugated
iron bull nose verandah which runs in front of the gable and to the north
side of the house is supported on timber posts with a simple timber
balustrade infill. The corners and openings are quoined with contrasting
paint colour. Windows are timber framed and double hung. There is a
low rendered masonry wall with a picket gate to the street boundary.
