The
place has further aesthetic appeal given that it demonstrates the use of
local materials. In addition the place has some historic significance for its
association with commercial activities in Geraldton for many years.
RECOMMENDATION:

Many of the buildings on Marine Terrace, between Cathedral Avenue and
Fitzgerald Street, have high streetscape value due to their similar scale,
style, retention of decorative features and period of construction.
Consideration should be given to recognising this area as a precinct with
encouragement given to owners to enhance the heritage values of the
buildings.
