Situated on the east bank of the Greenough River just out of the
Walkaway Townsite, this large house is of brick construction with a steeply
pitched gambrel colorbond roof. The red coloured roof extends to cover
verandahs to three sides which are supported on timber posts. The roof is
punctuated by a tall brick corbelled chimney. The pointed brickwork
features decorative arches above openings and rendered sills. Windows
are timber framed and double hung. A gable enhances the main
entrance to the south facade with a finial to the apex of it and the gablet
to the main roof. There is a large brick extension to the rear of the house.
