Situated to the west of the Temperance Lodge [Place No. 51] on
Company Road and adjacent to the sandhills, are the ruins of a three-
roomed rendered stone coftage. There are remnants of a stone lean-to
to the rear while the centrally placed chimney may have punctuated a
gable roof. A small square window is centrally placed on the south wall.
The stone ruin is partly obscured by a large wattle to the east, behind
which is evidence of a verandah.
