Located well off Brand Highway and approximately 900 metres north of
Wakeford Road, this painted stone cottage is supported on stone piers
and features a cellar-type room below, giving the effect of a small two-
storey house. The place has a twin gable corrugated iron roof which
extends to cover the front verandah. The verandah roof is supported on
timber posts and has criss-cross fimber balustrading. The verandah is
partly enclosed to the south with fibro sheeting to form additional living
space. Windows are timber framed and double hung with 6 panes.
Access to the cottage is via a centrally placed timber staircase to the
coftage.

2004/05 Review: The house has been rerendered and reroofed since the
original inspection in 1997. There are ruins of a stone shed to the north
east of the house.
