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ARTIST BRIEF 

Pets of Summer 

The City of Greater Geraldton (‘The City’) is seeking Expressions of Interest (EOI’s) to create temporary sculptural artworks that are themed around our much-loved pets. The City is inviting artists of the Midwest the opportunity to submit a concept design that captures the love and happiness of family and the joy our pets bring to us humans. 

The City’s Public Art Collection is a valuable community asset which contributes immeasurably to community wellbeing, sense of place and civic identity. The City commissions artists to create “temporary and ephemeral” public art, as well as supporting the delivery of permanent public art through the City’s Public Art Strategy 2020 – 2025. This Public Art Strategy supports the commissioning of innovation public artworks which enhance and grow this collection. 

The following Site Context and Design/Other considerations are important in developing the concept. 
1. Procurement of Art
1.1. Design and Other Considerations:

a) Proposed artworks must be original creative works.
b) Only concepts from artists living in the Midwest Region will be considered. 
c) Concept designs must reflect the theme “Pets of Summer”. 
*If you do not own a pet, you might like to feature a family members or friend’s much-loved friend. 
d) We recommend the use of recycled materials. Great creative!
e) It is important to use non-hazardous materials when creating your artwork. 
f) Must be a standalone 3D sculptural artwork.
g) The artwork should be appropriate for audiences of all ages. 
h) No more than one submission per artist will be accepted. 
i) Proposals must include a concept design/sketch of the proposed artwork and a brief description of the proposed materials and approximate size of sculpture. 
j) Artworks not for sale. 
k) Maximum measurements of 2m (D) x 2m (W) x 2m (H)  


1.2. Site Locations:  

· There will be six (6) site locations in City of Greater Geraldton’s facilities. 
· Locations will be announced once the EOI’s have closed, and artists have been selected and notified of the commissioning agreement. 
· When considering the use of materials, sculptural artworks will be located indoors for the duration of the project (8 weeks). 
· The artworks will only be displayed outdoors for the event duration at Christmas on the Terrace, Thursday 12 December. The artworks will be safely located indoors at the end of the night and then relocated to the allocated sites the following day. 
· The City will not be responsible for any vandalism or damage to the artworks whilst on display. The City reserves the right to remove an artwork from display if needed.

2. Contract Documents

This Contract comprises these documents, in this order of precedence -

I. This Artist Brief – Expression of Interest. 
II. The Concept Designs; and
III. The Formal Artist Agreement - Commissioning (for selected artists only).  


3. Selection Process
The selection will take place using the Selection Criteria listed in 5. Selection Criteria.

· A maximum of one EOI submission per artist will be accepted. 
· The City’s Public Art Team will shortlist the submissions (Stage 1 – 5. Selection Criteria).
· The Geraldton Regional Arts Advisory Committee (GRAAC) will make the final selection based on the recommendations provided by the City’s Public Art Team.


4. Payment and Associated Costs:

Stage 1 – Responding to the Artist Brief (EOI)
· No costs associated with Stage 1. 

Stage 2 – Selected Artists 

· Payment of $1,200 (exc GST) will take place following –
· Provision of tax invoice to the City of Greater Geraldton stating ABN or providing a signed Australian Tax Office Statement by Supplier form;
· Receipt by the City of signed Artist Agreement;
· Delivery of the final artwork as per the date specified in Section 3. Due Dates.
5. [bookmark: _Hlk141032852]Selection Criteria 
The selection of concepts will be based on the following criteria and weight system.

Stage 1 - Expression of Interest including a concept design/sketch and proposed materials/size shortlisted by the Public Art Team based on the below criteria:

1. Response to the Brief – 55%
· Creatively relate/reference to the theme.
· Suitability and appropriateness of proposed materials/size. 
2. Artistic Excellence – 45%
· Demonstration of proposing something innovative and engaging.


Stage 2 - Shortlisted Artist Proposals to be presented to GRAAC, selecting the successful EOIs based on the below criteria: 

· Creatively engage with the audience – 55%
· Demonstration of Artistic Excellence – 45%

3. Due Dates

First Stage (Expression of Interest):
· The Expression of Interest (EOI) should include the following and be submitted by Close of Business (COB) by 16 October 2024.

1. Concept design/sketch of the proposed artwork.
2. A brief description of the proposed materials and size of artwork. 

· Artists will be notified if they have been selected by 4pm 25 October 2024. 

Second Stage: (Final Artwork):
· Selected artists will be asked to have the completed artwork delivered to the Geraldton Regional Art Gallery no later than 9 December 2024. 

3. Copyright and Intellectual Property

Australian Copyright Law requires all original public art to be attributed to the Artist. 
Following the finalisation of the Artist Agreement, the graphic representation and physical manifestation of the Final Artwork will remain the property of The City. 

The Artist will grant the right to:
a. Exhibit the artwork for the duration of the project.  
b. Maintain a digital copy of the artwork for marketing and maintenance purposes.
c. Credit the Artist wherever an image of the artwork is used, to acknowledge the creator of the artwork.
d. Use the images of the artwork for the purposes of:
e. Publicity and promotion of the City of Greater Geraldton website and social media channels
f. Creating a non-commercial archive of the artwork. 

4. Documentation and Promotion

The completed artwork will be documented and promoted through numerous mediums, including but not limited to, photographs and written reports, social and traditional media, with appropriate acknowledgement of the artist included.

5. Time Period

The sculptural artworks will be displayed at the Christmas on the Terrace event on Thursday 12 December 2024. After the event, the artworks will be located at various City facilities. Artworks will be on display for 8 weeks from 13 December 2024 to 7 February 2025. 

Once the 8 weeks are concluded, artists to collect their artworks from the Geraldton Regional Art Gallery on 12 February 2025.

7. Standard Agreement Terms

a) The Agreement constitutes the entire understanding of the parties and replaces all previous agreements or understandings associated with the Art Agreement. 
b) The Artist in signing this agreement accepts their involvement in the program, project or event is limited solely to the terms defined in this agreement.
c) In the event that an Artist espouses or makes public comment that is counter to the community program, project or events inclusive values, the City reserves the right to terminate the agreement, withdraw naming or recognition rights for the initiative.  
d) The terms of this Agreement cannot be modified other than by further agreement in writing signed by both parties.
e) This Agreement may be terminated by the mutual written consent of both parties. Additionally, this Agreement may be terminated at any time by the City if, in its view, any in-kind activities or content of the program are considered objectionable, politically motivated or related to commercial advertising or outcomes. 
f) Should any dispute arise concerning any matter referred to in this Agreement or arising out of it, a resolution shall be sought by discussion between the Artist and the City Representative.  If agreement is not reached, the dispute shall be referred to two arbitrators, one appointed by each party.  If the arbitrators are unable to agree, the dispute will then be referred to an umpire selected by the arbitrators.  No further action or suit will be brought by either party until the award has first been made by the arbitrator or the arbitrators’ umpire. 
g) Should it be applicable, the Artist must assess their legal obligations in connection to any responsibilities under the GST Act, the City accepts no responsibility for partner’s actions in respect to GST compliance arising from this Partnership.  
h) The Artist is responsible for their own compliance with Work Health & Safety legislation.  The Artist shall when on City sites or in relation to the Agreement follow City directions relating to Work Health & Safety. 
i) The Artist acknowledges and agrees to compliance with the City’s Code of Business Ethics in relation to this Initiative. 
j) In the event the Artist has any involvement with children or youth related activities associate with the Agreement; the Artist shall ensure compliance with Council Policy 4.17 Child Safety & Welfare. 
k) In the event that confidential City data forms part of the contract, the Author shall ensure compliance with the City’s Third Party Data Security Standard.  This standard is accessible from the City website –  Supplier Information » City of Greater Geraldton (cgg.wa.gov.au) 
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
