Statement of Intent

To retain the visual amenity of residential areas.

Policy

Subject to compliance with the following conditions, the Chief Executive Officer shall be delegated authority to approve satellite dishes:

1. The satellite dish must not be located within an area specified by the Shire’s Town Planning Scheme as being of Heritage value;

2. The overall height of the satellite dish installation must not exceed 4 metres;

3. The satellite dish must not be sited closer than 1.5 metres from the rear property boundary and 1 metre from the side property boundary;

4. The satellite dish must be situated to the rear of the existing residence or building;

5. The installation is to only be used for the receiving of satellite television broadcasts, and

6. Issue of necessary building licence.

In the event that these conditions are not met, or that the visual amenity of any area may be prejudicially affected by an application for a satellite dish, the Chief Executive Officer reserves the right to refer the application to Council for its consideration,

and

· the Chief Executive Officer be given delegated authority to approve the installation of satellite dishes in accordance with this Policy.”
