Mr Henderson thanked Council for the opportunity to inform it of a number of changes which have taken place in recent times.  He briefly explained what drumMUSTER is about:

· DrumMUSTER is not government funded or driven

· Councils’ role is to manage it.  However, other groups can run the compound under contract from the Shire (eg. sporting clubs)

· Farmers have to bring the drums in clean

· There is a 4c/lite levy

· Require 2/3 inspectors who will be trained by drumMUSTER at a cost to Council

· All costs of building a compound will be reimbursed to Council by drumMUSTER

· Council can determine collection dates and times, then advertise them

· Inspector’s wage is reimbursed by drumMUSTER at no more than $15/hour plus 30% of overhead costs.

· Council pays a contractor to pick up the drums, but is reimbursed.

· Council is reimbursed for all costs associated with the compound except administration costs.

· Council can claim $200.00 administration fee once per year plus 1c per processed drum

· The container eligibility has changed – will accept more drum types

· Farmers are advised to remove lids off all drums as they are not recyclable.

The President enquired if a truck will go to individual farms to collect the stockpiles.  Mr Henderson replied no.

Councillor Doherty asked how clean the drums need to be.  Mr Henderson replied that if the water were clear after three washes, this would suffice.  He also advised that farmers let the drums dry.

· DrumMUSTER will reimburse Council for costs associated with the provision of portable toilets and earthworks 

· If standards are adhered to then there is no risk.  The sites do not have to be licensed and are not inspected.

· Accidents are covered by drumMUSTER.

He also advised that a skateboard rink may not be appropriate as many of the families would not be able to afford the appropriate equipment and this may cause further problems.

Councillor Thomas asked Mr Sandy if he had an assistant and was advised that Mr Ben Shiosaki, from the Ministry of Justice, is always there to assist.  He also gets assistance from people who owe community time, plus volunteers.
