Councillor Thomas advised that she had attended a meeting of the Monsignor Hawes Heritage Committee.  It is her view that funds may become available to provide an Interpretive Centre, or similar, in Mullewa in view of its strong association with the Hawes product.  At some time she believes Council will need to give some thought to the location of such a centre.
